RULES AND REGULATIONS 

6 & Under

Developmental
Playing Rules
· SFABC highly emphasizes that all players are played every game.

· All team members must play at least two (2) innings at defense and will bat every inning.
· A manager must comply with the above rules.
· If a player does not play the requirement shown above, the player must start the next game and play his previous game’s obligation, in addition to current game's obligation.


EXAMPLE:  If a player only played one inning, he must start the next game, play three 
consecutive innings and bat three times.

· Open substitution is permitted.  
· The batter may not advance to first base following a called 3rd strike.  Four strikes will constitute an out for 6 year olds; 4 strikes and 1 tee try for a 5 year old; 3 strikes and 2 tee tries for 4 & under (coaches may use their discretion in an effort to allow the players to get on base.) Those players not able to hit off a coach immediately, may use a tee early in the season provided steady development continues to enhance their skills to hit off “live” pitching.  
· Regular baseball rules as it pertains to fielding outs do apply. 
· A runner may not steal.
· Base on balls (walks) are not encouraged, but may be used as a discretionary measure to get a child on base.  

· Three base coaches will be allowed during the time at bat, one on third; one on first; and one on second.  Other than that, no other parents/coaches are allowed on the field. 

· Full team line-ups will bat every inning.

· 10 defensive players, consisting of 4 outfielders and 6 infielders will be permitted to play at one time.   

· Defensively, one coach may go on the field while the game is in play to adequately position players.  

· Any player/manager/coach ejected by an umpire must sit out the next game and must leave the park immediately (within three (3) minutes) or forfeit that game.


RULES OF CONDUCT FOR COACHES, PARTICIPANTS, PARENTS/GUARDIANS AND SPECTATORS


Any person(s) participating in SFAABC in any capacity (coach, participant, parent, sponsor, 

spectator, or official) is strictly prohibited from consuming any alcoholic beverages and/or drugs/controlled 
substances on any practice or game field before, during, or after any practice or game or any other team related 
function. It should also be noted that alcohol and/or drugs/controlled substances are not permitted on 
the 
SFAABC facilities at any time. Additionally, the use of profanity, physical abuse, verbal abuse (including 
demeaning another team), hitting, kicking, or taunting any individual will not be tolerated by SFAABC. Any 
violation of these policies by any SFAABC participant will be dealt with swiftly and severely by the league 
president or his designee without exception!!! Violation of any of the policies described above could 
result in 
the temporary or permanent disbarment of the offending individual from any participation in 
SFAABC.

· A complete game constitutes 4 innings. Games will conclude no later than 2 hours after start time or 8:00 P.M. whichever comes first. It’s important that the game goes on in effort to get all players their required playing time.     

· Make-up games, games NOT completed or started due to inclement weather or some other unforeseen situations, will resume at the discretion of the League President. 
· All managers/coaches/players must arrive at the playing field 30 minutes prior to game time and players must be fully dressed in uniform.  Coaches must give team line up to scorekeeper15 minutes prior to game time.

· Absolutely no jewelry is to be worn any where in the playing field.
· Rules are subject to change at the discretion of the President with the concurrence of the Board of Directors and with proper notification to the Managers.
